  Janice Hand: (13:41) With the lay health advisors, how do you deal s of client/patient privacy in  way that doesn't offend either the lay advisor or the client/family community?
  Jeff Allen: (14:01) As of this week, immigration reform seems tantalizingly close (although, we all know legislative looks can be deceiving). The bipartisan “Gang of Eight” expect a comprehensive bill overhauling immigration by the end of this week. Some of the details being hammered out are agreements between unions and business for a “low-skilled worker visa” and if and how a pathway to citizenship would be implemented (undocumented immigrants could be waiting as long as 8 to 10 years before they can even begin the process of naturalization). How are you planning to address these issues as they arise with HIV/AIDS Care? 
  Judith Montenegro: (14:06) The IRA being considered in the Senate would offer legal status to undocumented farm workers who are in the country now. They could become legal permanent residents in five to seven years, if they keep working in agriculture during that time. But this is only for farmworkers
