  Kim Perez: (13:20) What is the denominator?  I.e., are these patients whom we have EVER seen, patients we have seen at least once in the past year, etc.?
  Jennifer Keller: (13:22) Will you be able to provide some custom report frameworks or technical assistance for CAREWare so we can run reports easily on these measures?
  Jenny Zapp: (13:23) I spoke to John Milberg and he is interested in building these in CW
  Brigid Kennedy: (13:23) CAREWare custom reports would be very helpful
  Jamie T: (13:23) You are considering a VL <200 as undetectable?
  Brigid Kennedy: (13:24) Will timeframe be more current, so that it will be more relevant?
  Kim Perez: (13:26) Will we report these measures in staggered 12 month periods (with something like a p-chart)?  I.e., Jan 2010-Dec 2010, Feb 2010 - Jan 2011, March 2010 - Feb 2011, etc.?
  Jenny Zapp: (13:26) can you clarify the new patient measure.  One visit every 4 months over a 12 month period?
  Michael Smith: (13:26) If my patient is coming to the clinic and not on meds, should he/she be excluded?
  Coastal Bend AIDS Foundation 2: (13:31) I am concerned about not excluding patients that are not on HAART therapy as they usually have high VL and CD4; therefore, they are not on meds. This will inflate the VL <200 measure.
  Kim Perez: (13:33) Yup, but that's the point - only 19% of PLWHA are VL suppressed (for whatever reason).
  Coastal Bend AIDS Foundation 2: (13:34) I saw that we could have subset, could we only include the HAART patients as that will be the majority and it will not inflate our measures?
  Sara Luby: (13:36) It's not really inflation; It's just a realistic picture of VL suppression.
  Daniela Lembo: (13:37) Will there be a public comment period on the measures once the committee comes out with a final draft?
  Sarah Cook-Raymond: (13:40) Daniela, HRSA & NQC have consulted a number of focus groups across RW Progam Parts so what you've been presented today are the final measures. They were finalized by a Technical Working Group chaired by Dr. Cheever and Dr. Agins and which includes some of the country's most prominent clinicians and researchers on the topic of retention (many of whom will be participating in upcoming "journal club" talks).
